COURSE DESCRIPTION:

     3. To develop safe work habits in the laboratory

APPROACH: 

    Theories and concepts will be discussed in a lecture format.

    Text problems are assigned as homework. 

     Lab experiments are conducted to illustrate the chapter’s concepts.

 GRADING: 

   Chapter tests will be graded on a 100% scale.   Tests will be 50 % of the six weeks grade.

   Lab reports will be graded on a 100% scale.  They will be 15% of the six weeks average.

   Quizzes will be 20% of the six weeks average.

   Homework will be 15 % of the six weeks average.
