COURSE: HONORS CHEMISTRY II

COURSE DESCRIPTION:

     Honors Chemistry II is an advanced course designed to interest and challenge the dedicated science student.  Most of the concepts and problems are taught at the college level. The Honors Chemistry II course requires hard work and diligence to master and the student will be well prepared for college chemistry.               

PURPOSE:

    The second year chemistry course is a continuation of concepts introduced in the first year course and studied in greater depth. New areas of study include solution concentration, equilibrium, acids/bases, organic, biochemistry, nuclear, and thermodynamic chemistry.

OBJECTIVES:

 1. to become a logical problem solver.
 2. to encourage inquiry using  the scientific method in experimentation and laboratory work.

 3. to become familiar with environmental issues.

 4. to develop safe work habits in the laboratory.

APPROACH:

 Theories and concepts will be discussed in a lecture format.  Text problems are assigned as homework.    Lab experiments are conducted to illustrate the chapter’s concepts.  

GRADING:

 Chapter tests will be graded on a 100% scale and will be 50 % of the six weeks 

   average.

 Lab reports will be graded on a 100% scale and will be 20 % of the six weeks

    average.

 Quizzes will be 20% of the six weeks average.

  Homework will be 10% of the six weeks average.
