MULTAMEDIA REPORT

A TOUR OF THE CELL
The purpose of this lesson is to have a deeper understanding of the cell. 
All living thing is made out of cells.  Cells are the basic unit of life, so it is important to learn about cells.  

During the course of this lesson students will learn about structures that make up a cell, and the relationship of the structure with its function. 

Students will be involved in activities that will help them learn about the cell.  They will explore their previous knowledge of the cell by participating in the introductory activity. Their experiences will also involve online research of images and information of the cell structures and organelles that make up the cell.  

Students will also learn to use PowerPoint presentation software and prepare a presentation about the structure and function of the parts and organelles of the cell.  They will also present the PowerPoint presentation to the class. .   

Each pair of students will research a cell structure or organelle and prepare a PowerPoint presentation.  The presentation will be stored on a 3 x 5 floppy disk and shown to the class to take notes from.  The disk will be turned in to the teacher for evaluation.  

Requirements:
1. A PowerPoint presentation that includes the following.

a. Title of the report

b. Outline

c. Text (information about the different terms connected with this particular structure)

1. Correct in-depth information about the structure’s composition, function and the cellular effects if the structure does not perform its function.
d. Pictures, or drawings related to the information

1. Pictures taken from internet, books, text, etc 

2. Pictures taken with the digital camera

3. Scanner

e. Font size 14 minimum (not including title)

f. Length of presentation – minimum 5 slides
